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Nationalism in Stateless Nations explores national identities and nationalist movements since 1967, using the examples of Scotland and Newfound-land. Engaging in the debate about the impact of globalization on the nation-state, the book argues that ethnically rooted national-ism in modern liberal democracies need not, as argued by theories of 'classic' nationalist move-ments, strive for full independence. In fact, nationalist movements are adapting to circumstances by becoming autonomist rather than separatist, pragmatic rather than dogmatic.
