•	 Increasing diversification of creative new 

methodologies vs. pressure towards stan-
dardization and canonizing e.g. in textbooks 
as legitimation towards funding organiza-
tions

•	 Misconceptions of qualitative methods in 
(mainstream) psychology

•	 Ethnocentrism in qualitative research
